Summit Bechtel Reserve Test Run in 2012
Do you and your crew want to play an important role in helping with the final planning process for the

2013 National Jamboree? The Summit is calling for crews and troops to come out for a long weekend to camp and experience some of the activities that are available out at the Summit. SBR wants to test various components of the new jamboree model on-site. This will be a great opportunity for the youth already planning to attend the 2013 Jamboree as they will be able to experience the Summit in advance. The cost of the event covers all meals beginning with the lunch on the day of arrival and will end with the breakfast of the day of departure. This also covers tents, equipment, supplies, and other items similar to the items that will be provided for at the jamboree. To find out the cost for your crew or troop, head out on to the crventuring.org. Everyone should only bring out their personal gear; this weekend will be similar to the Jamboree, and tents and other items will be provided. Uniforms are supposed to be worn for traveling but they will not be required for on or off site programs. Transportation from home to the 
Summit and back are at the crews’ expense. Some of the possible programs are climbing, rappelling, canopy tour, zip 

lines, BMX, skateboarding, mountain biking, shooting sports, and archery. Activities that will be present are

primarily new to the Summit Jamboree model and not intended to represent the entire program

elements offered in 2013.

National Advanced Youth Leadership Experience (Philmont, NM) 6 Dates in 2012

                                      June 7-13    June 24-30    July 7-13    July 22-28      July 29-4      August 5-11

The National Advanced Youth Leadership Experience (NAYLE) is the ultimate in training experiences for youth leaders, both young men and women. It is conducted for older Scouts who have the potential for being on the staff of the council junior leader training or youth leader training conference. The camp is held at the Rocky Mountain Scout Camp, approximately two miles from base camp and situated in the beautiful foothills viewing the Tooth of Time.  To be able to participate in NAYLE, participants must meet the following requirements:

Successful completion of Unit Leadership Training (TLT or CLT) and National Youth Leader Training. Be in top physical condition; a Philmont Health and Medical Record Form is required, Be 14 years of age by the first day of your course, but not yet 21 years old and Hold a unit leadership position. The fee for the six-day course is $355 (2012 season). A payment of at least $100 is due when you complete the online application, with the balance due by May 1. However, be aware that only registrations paid in full are considered complete registrations. The cancellation fee is $50 nonrefundable per person. See the Philmont Conference Center on the web for more information.

	The Congressional Award

The Congressional Award is a public private partnership created by Congress to promote and recognize achievement, initiative, and service in America's youth. The Congressional Award provides a unique opportunity for young people to set and achieve personally challenging goals that build character and foster community service, personal development, and citizenship. There are 4 areas to this award:

- Service Hours - fundamentally volunteer work 

- Personal Fitness - focus is trying to show the value of long term physical fitness. Many of our youth are involved in club sports, dance or other activies. 

- Personal Development - pick almost anything you set as a goal to learn.

- Expedition/Excursion - Do research and plan a trip, the go on it. It starts with planning a day trip and the maximum level is 4 consecutive nights. There are 3 pre-approved ones on their list with Philmont being first on the list. For more information go to:

Once every four years, contingents of Scouts and Venturers, both all boys and mixed boys and girls, from over 20 countries, gather for 8 days of international friendship and fellowship at the Chief Okemos Council’s Northwoods Scout Reservation northeast of West Branch MI. Of the 800 youth and adults participating in MIC 2008, 300 were from outside the USA and Canada. The next MIC is scheduled for Sunday, July 22, to Sunday, July 29, 2012, with home stays for international contingents with mid-Michigan families the week before. Youth participants must be under 18 at the time of the event. Crews in Michigan's Lower Peninsula can apply to be host units. Crews in other areas can apply to fill out-of-state slots.
