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Taking it to the Next Level: 
Interview with Central Region 
Area 5 VP of Administration 

 

This summer Evan Brunner was selected 
as the Area 5 VP of Administration for the 
Venturing Officers Association. Evan is an 
Eagle Scout from Troop 249 and a Crew 
Member of 249 in Topeka, Kansas. 

Venturing is a youth development 
program of the Boy Scouts of America for 
young men and women who are 13 (and 
have completed the eighth grade) through 
20 years of age. 

Venturing's purpose is to provide positive 
experiences to help young people mature 
and to prepare them to become 
responsible and caring adults. 

JAC (Jayhawk Area Council): Evan 
could you please tell us about yourself 
and your background? 

Evan: I'm 17 years old and am currently a 

senior at Washburn Rural High School. 
I'm a good student, always try my hardest 
at school and am in the international 
baccalaureate program. I've lived in 
Topeka for most of my life. I've been in 
Scouting for about 10 years now. I started 
as a Tiger Cub when I was 7. I earned my 
Eagle Scout award about 4 years ago 
when I was 13.  

JAC: Why did you decide to get involved 
with Venturing? 

Evan: I decided to do Venturing because, 

for me, it was the next logical step. I've 

had my Eagle Scout award several years 
and wanted to find new activities to do in 
Scouting. 

JAC: What has been your favorite thing 
about it? 

Evan: My favorite thing about Venturing 

is that we are given more opportunities for 
high adventure and different activities that 
younger Scouts aren't allowed to do.  

JAC: Could you share your favorite thing 
or memory about Cub Scouts? 

Evan: My favorite memory from Cub 

Scouts was having the pinewood derby 
and cake auction every year and making 
really fun cakes with my dad.   

JAC: Could you share your favorite thing 
or memory about Boy Scouts? 

Evan: In Boy Scouts, my favorite memory 

was the time I got to go to the National 
Jamboree and meet a lot of great guys 
from the council who weren't in my troop. 
(Evan attended the 2013 National 
Jamboree, it was the first one ever held at 
Summit Bechtel Reserve in West 
Virginia.) 

JAC: Why did you decide to take your 
Venturing involvement to the Area level? 

Evan: The reason I wanted to go to the 

Area level is twofold.  1) Earl McIntosh, 
my venturing advisor, recommended me 
to it and 2) I'll be off at college soon. It will 
be hard to stay involved with my crew 
because of location, but the Area is much 
easier to be far away from home (and 
continue involvement in Scouting). 

JAC: What responsibilities are included in 
your new role? 

Evan: My new role has the responsibility 

to come up with recruitment for new 
Venturers and keeping track of all the 

current Venturers in the area in a general 
survey kind of way. 

JAC: What advice do you have for 
someone (boy or girl) who is thinking 
about joining a crew? 

Evan: The thing I'd say to anyone joining 

a crew is “Do not to join alone.” When I 
started Boy Scouts, I joined a troop with 
none of my friends in it and it was very 
lonely, for a while. Once I made friends it 
was much easier. If you want to join, bring 
your friends with you because people join 
for the fun, but they stay for their friends. 

JAC:  What would you tell a Boy Scout 
about becoming involved with a crew 
(before or after they earn Eagle)? 

Evan: For someone making the transition 

from Boy Scouts, I'd always say get your 
eagle first. Venturing is much less 
advancement focused than Scouts is so 
it'll be hard to get unless you're very 
determined. 

JAC:  Is there anything else that you want 
younger Scouts, parents, volunteers or 
community members to know? 

Evan: I think that Scouting is a really 

great opportunity for anyone who is 
interested and it really is a great program. 
I've been involved long enough to see 
kids that I knew as 7 year olds grow up to 
be better people than they would have 
been without it. They're more mature and 
more prepared for life than most people 
would be. Everything about Scouting is 
worth the work!

The 2017 theme, “Live Scouting’s Adventure,” speaks both to 

Scouting’s century-old tradition of creating adventures that 

develop young people into the leaders of tomorrow and to the 

developing adventures of the next century of Scouting. 

The “Live Scouting’s Adventure” theme and logo symbolize the 

adventurous spirit and exciting high-adventure and outdoor 

opportunities available to youth and adult members in the 

Scouting program. 

“We know that our 

members live Scouting’s adventure every day by pursuing 

challenging and diverse experiences,” said Ralph de la Vega, 

chairman of the All Markets Initiatives Committee and the 2017 

National Scout Jamboree. “We’re proud to provide these outdoor 

opportunities to our youth members, who often do not experience 

these activities anywhere else.” 

This will be the second jamboree held at the Summit Bechtel 

Family National Scout Reserve in West Virginia’s adventure 

sports region known as the New River Gorge. Located on a 

sprawling 10,600 acres, the property includes more than 5 miles 

of zip line and challenge courses, 36 miles of mountain bike trails, 

and 13 acres of shooting sports ranges, as well as venues for 

kayaking, rock climbing, bouldering, skateboarding, BMX, and 

various other activities. The 2013 National Scout Jamboree 

welcomed approximately 30,000 Scouts, Venturers, volunteers, 

and staff. 

“The new jamboree theme 

reinforces one of the Summit Bechtel Reserve’s purposes of 

helping to redefine Scouting’s adventure for the next century. 

Participants of the 2017 National Jamboree will experience that 

difference every day they are here,” said Dan McCarthy, director 

of the Boy Scouts of America Summit Group. “Our goal is to give 

as many Scouts and Venturers as possible a chance to participate 

in this truly life-changing experience at this unique facility.” 

Since the first jamboree was held in 1937, it has become the 

BSA’s most iconic event, providing Scouts from all backgrounds, 

faiths, and cultures an opportunity to gather together and 

celebrate Scouting and the experiences they will remember 

throughout their lifetimes. This flagship event showcases the 

essence of Scouting and the rich tradition of the organization’s 

values. 

The jamboree is open to active 

youth members and adult volunteer leaders in BSA programs and 

will be held July 19-28, 2017. Staff members will be able to 

register for the jamboree in April 2015, while registration for youth 

and adult participants will open in May 2015.

Recollections from World Jamboree 2015 

33,838 people from 152 countries came together in Kirra-Hana, Yamaguchi, Japan from July 27-2015 – August 
11, 2015, 1200 scouts girls and boys from the United States were there. We flew from Virginia, West Virginia, 
Michigan, Minnesota, Illinois, Kansas, Nebraska, Iowa, Ohio, and Kentucky to make up 40 people that made up 
our unit of 6 adults, 6 girls and 28 boys. We rode a bullet train to Shin Yamaguchi to get to the 23rd World Scout 
Jamboree. We meet all the neighbors from Chile, Malaysia, Japan, Mexico and Great Britain and traded items 
such as patches, scarves and uniforms. 

That night we had our opening show where they raised the flags and had several speakers and bands.Then we 
started our modules of Nature, Global Development, Science, Water, Peace, Cultural, Community. For the Peace 
module we were bussed to Hiroshima, Japan the day before the 70th anniversary. 

We had dinners with Poland, Switzerland, Japan, and Chile. We visited areas of the Jamboree that were the 
World Food Court, Asian Market and religions. Had show’s put on by local music groups that sang and drummed 
for us as well as the Crown Prince, Prime Minister, Scouting President and many more. The last night we had the 
closing show where they had off the flags from Japan to the 2019 jamboree site and it will be in North America in 
West Virginia so we heard from Mexico and Canada as well as the United States.

The next day was the tour part in Tokyo where we went to a special scout memorial where an American soldier 
was wounded during WWII and a Japanese soldier came up to him to kill him only to see the American making 
the scout sign and being a scout himself he tended to his wounds and took him to a village to be taken care of 
instead. After that we saw a shire, Mitsubishi Science museum, amusement park, Cultutal museum, and shopping 
at night we walked to the sky tower and another shrine. 

Then took off at 5:37 to take a 11 hour flight to land in Chicago and hurry to our plane to take off at 5:31 the same 
day…love the time difference. …..Almost 3,000 pictures later I enjoyed my time and learned from this experience.
